MISSION

To foster and develop fan support of A-League soccer, thru the establishment an inter-league tournament that is recognized by the A-League and the fans as a competition as serious as the League’s playoffs.

HISTORY

The Southern Derby was founded in 2000, when fans from the founding members (Charleston Battery, Atlanta Silverbacks, and Raleigh Express) gathered to discuss ways to increase fans support for their clubs.  After a few brainstorming sessions the Southern Derby was formed with the idea that no matter how your season was going there will always be something to WIN.  What better way to end a season than to claim the Southern Derby from your rivalries. 
BOARD

The Fan Clubs provide organizational structure, which will ensure long-term support for the Southern Derby.  There will be one representative from each team who will speak for the majority of fans from their club.  All fans have the opportunity to join their respective fan clubs, elect a representative, raise and vote in the allocation of funds.

Since the fans control the Southern Derby all board discussions will be open to the public thru an Internet forum.  Fans will be able to voice opinions all Southern Derby matters.  The board members will take all comments and cast a vote for their respective clubs. 

All matters brought to a vote will require a unanimous vote to be passed.

ORGANIZATION

1) Southern Derby will consist of three clubs the Charleston Battery, Atlanta Silverbacks, and Raleigh Express.

2) Expansion of the Southern Derby will be limited to clubs from the South-Atlantic Region, which includes the states of North Carolina, South Carolina, Georgia, Florida, Tennessee, and Alabama.

3) Clubs wishes to enter into the Derby must submit application to Board, who will then vote on application.  

4) When a club is promoted to MLS or disbanded from A-league the team will be removed from competition, and the Board will invite a club from above region to join the competition.

RULES

1) The system of play shall be the league system, with each team playing two matches (home/away) against each of the teams.

2) The Matches composing the Southern Derby will be the last home and away matches of each team during the regular season.

3) Points will be awarded on the 3-1-0 systems.  3 points for a win, 1 point for a tie, and 0 points for a lose.  Overtime wins are treated like regulation wins an awarded 3 points.

4) The WINNER of the Southern Derby shall be the team having the greater number of points obtained in all the designated Derby matches.

5) If two or more teams are equal on the basis of the above criteria, the tie-breaker shall be determined as follows:

a) Goal difference in all the Derby matches.

b) Greater number of goals scored in all Derby matches.

c) Greater number of points obtained in all Derby matches between the teams concerned.

d) Goal difference resulting from all Derby matches between the teams concerned.

e) Greater number of goals scored in all the Derby matches between the teams concerned.

AWARDS

1) The Winner of the Southern Derby will be received the Southern Derby Commemorative Cup.  The presentation of the Cup will take place at Club’s next home game after the conclusion of the derby.  Club’s Derby Director or person delegated by the Director will do presentation.

2) Any additional player/team/coach awards will be at the discretion of and funded by the winning Fan Club.

3) The Fans own Southern Derby Commemorative Cup.  The Cup will be on loan to the winning Club until the beginning of the next year’s Derby.
4) When the Cup travels during the season, the sending Fan Club will cover cost of shipping and insurance.
SPONSORSHIP

1) For the Purity of the Southern Derby, the Fans of the participating clubs will fund the Cup.  Company sponsorship is only to help in the promotion of the Derby.  The Southern Derby.

2) Sponsorship of the Derby will be accepted on a case-by-case basis.

3) Sponsorship level will not exceed more than ½ the cost of running the Derby.  This will allow the Derby to stay free of corporate name attachment.
